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Blowing up the C.1.D. HQ

The Russian Compound housed the offices of the Palestine Police

and the Criminal Investigation Department.OnMarch 23, 1944,

the Irgun attacked and blew up the CID section. Irgunist

Asher Benziman was killed in the battle. On December 27, 1945,

the building was attacked for the second time by a joint Irgun-
Lehi force. Despite heavy fire, the saboteurs entered and the
explosion destroyed the building. Lehi fighter Tzvi Aharon
fell in the battle.
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King David Hotel

The hotel housed the Mandate Secretariat as well
as the Army Headquaters. On July 1946, Irgun
fightres, at the order of the Hebrew Resistance
Movement, planted explosives in the basement.
Warning phone calls had been made, urging the
hotel’s occupants to leave immediately.

For reasons Known only to the British, the hotel
was not evacuated, and after 25 minutes, the bombs
exploded, and to the Irgun’s regret and dismay, 91
persons were killed.
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Blow up the Railway Station

On October 30, 1947 a unit of Irgun blew up the waiting hall

of the Jerusalem Railway Station. Several of Irgun fighters were
wounded. Later, four were captured, one of them, Meir Feinstin
was sentenced to death. On the eve of their execution

(April 12. 1947) Feinstin and Lehi fighter Barazani blew themselves
up in the Jerusalem Central Prison.
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Here stood Goldsmith House, which housed
a British officers club at the time of the
British Mandate. On March 1,1947, a unit
of the I.Z.L. stormed the club and blew up

the building.

"Schneller” Cpmpound was built in 1855 as an orphans
home. On war world Il became as millitary compound.
This military compound, known as "Schneller”, housed many of
the most important British military forces in the Middle East.

On March 12, 1947, the I.Z.L. staged a daring attack on the

compound overpowered its defenders, and blew up buildings in it.
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The Supreme Military Tribunal Building

This building served as the Supreme Military Tribunal headquarters
during the British Mandate era where the trails of Haganah, Irgun,
and Lehi fighters were conducted. After the withdrawal of the British
Army, the building served “Moria“ Battalion as a base from which they

departed to participate in Operation Kilshon in the south of the city
and to join the battles of Ramat Rachel.
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Irgun Headquarters in Yavets st. no.5

In this building, on the second floor, lived Lea and Levy-Yitzhak
Brandwein and family. During 1947-1948, the Irgun Headquarters in
Jerusalem was located in their apartment. In addition Irgun members
wanted by the British as well as wounded Irgun soldiers found
shelter here.

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In this building lived Dr. Yitzhak Arie
Heppner, physician to members of the
Jewish underground forces. Despite British
threats, he never failed to attend to wounded

members of the underground.
